What is the Early Years Pupil Premium?

The Early Years Pupil Premium has been introduced by the Government and will pay early years providers an additional £300 per financial year for each eligible 3 and 4 year old child that takes up their full 15 hour entitlement.  The funding follows the child and goes to all early years providers that are delivering the funded early education entitlement.  To be eligible, one or more of the criteria overleaf must be met.
What happens now?

Please pass this completed form, along with your supporting evidence to show to your Nursery who will return the form to Warwickshire County Council.  
The Local Authority will then input your details into the Eligibility Checking Service and this information will be searched to confirm that you are in receipt of a qualifying benefit.  If so, the Eligibility Checking Service will display a ‘found’ result and the Early Years Pupil Premium will be paid to your Early Years Provider.

If eligibility cannot be confirmed, but you believe that you do meet the criteria, then your supporting evidence may be requested.

The Eligibility Checking Service will not indicate which benefit you are in receipt of and no search footprint will be left; this ensures the service is secure and proportionate and that personal information is protected.

It is entirely voluntary for you to give this information, however, unless eligibility can be confirmed, the Early Years Pupil Premium cannot be paid.
What supporting evidence is required?
· A photocopy of a recent Job Centre letter (all pages) confirming receipt of Income Support, Income Based Job Seekers Allowance or Income-Related Employment and Support Allowance (NB Contribution-Based JSA or E&SA does not qualify)

· A photocopy of a 2014/2015 Tax Credit Award Notice (all pages) showing Child Tax Credit and an assessed annual income not in excess of £16,190.00
· A photocopy of a recent letter or M1000 Award Notice (all pages) from the Pension Service confirming receipt of the Guarantee element of the State Pension Credit

· A photocopy of a recent NASS notice or IS96 document confirming support under Part VI of the Immigration & Asylum  Act 1999
· A photocopy of the relevant order made by the courts for children who are adopted, under a special guardianship order or subject to a child arrangement order
